ACADEMI®OLICIES

It is common thatlegreegrantinginstitutions require students to complete ¢ir final two years
of study bytaking thehome institutionsenior courses300-400 leve) and not through other
institutions. This policy could restrict access by senior students with the opportunity to
experience manynternationalfield school courses/programs.

VARIETY OF INSTITUTIONAL STUDENT RECORDS SYSTEMS DATABASES

Thee isanon-goingreplacemet of studentrecords systems databases by institutidhat has
occurred for the past several year3he results of which arthat commercial systems are now
prevalent in B.Qpost¢ secondary institutionss well aglsewhere in Canada and the United
States. These products are usually representeésyBanner, Datdl elColleagueand
PeopleSoft.

Theconsequence for a project withis specialized focus is that adgsired modification
requests from an institution would need to be presented to a users client advisory group for
consideration This would not ben easy task!

LETTER OF PERMISSION

There seems to be the perception among those responsiblénfadminigration of
internationalfield schookourses angbrograms that the letter of perms&on admissions
requirement for Visiting Students presents somewhat of an obstaslgggesthat it isa
reasonablepolicycompared to the coventional requirementhat new students submit one or
more official transcripts.
