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In 2017, BCTransferGuide.ca surpasses 200,000 course agreements.
The site also sees a dramatic rise in usership, with 1.8 million unique
visits (24% more than the previous year).
In 2019, the site undergoes an external review, informing further
enhancements.
In 2019, BCCAT completes pilot project with UBC focused on
incorporating their internal transfer equivalencies in the BC Transfer
Guide. This project opens the way for all BC Transfer System
member institutions to allow for the import of their own external
transfer equivalencies to the BC Transfer Guide database.

BC publishes the first single,
paper-based annual BC
Transfer Guide, replacing
individual university transfer
guides.

BCCAT develops and posts the first searchable, web-based online
Transfer Guide (called “BCCAT Online”) as a new feature on the
BCCAT website.

My strongest early memory of BCCAT came in the form of a big,
thick paper copy of the BC Transfer Guide. It was the “advising
bible” at the Open Learning Agency (OLA) because we had so
many incoming and outgoing transfer students.

As a “Transfer Credit Contact” for BCCAT, I remember helping
with a number of projects, and was very happy when we finally
moved from paper and email transfer credit requests to the
online process!

The site has expanded
dramatically over the years due to a significant increase in transfer
equivalencies (including pan-Canadian and international agreements)
and a wide variety of new transfer pathway options and resources.
